MEG'S FOXY GREY went to the front, showed the way under pressure to her outside, shook clear leaving the backstretch, raced inside on the turn, was
challenged near the quarter-pole, responded well when asked for her best in upper stretch and held under strong urging. GEEZ ELOISE was hustled from
the gate then ridden along off the pace, chased in the three then four path on the turn, made a bid near the quarter-pole, fought with the winner to the finish
and missed while clear for the place. HEY COOKIE stalked the pace on the outside, was asked in the three path on the turn, chased under a drive into the
final furlong and weakened while able to get the show. BIG AIR pressed the pace on the outside, chased in the two path on the turn and tired. ADRIAN
bumped with a rival at the start while off a bit slow then was taken up some while in tight quarters, raced at the rear, went around the turn in the three to four
path and was no factor. AMY'S LIGHT was hustled from the gate, settled off the pace, was roused in the two path on the turn and lacked the needed
response. BABY SASSICAIA was urged towards the back, went around the turn in the two then three path, spun into the stretch in the four path then came
further out and failed to threaten. TOWER TWENTY TWO broke out at the start, was urged along near the back, moved from the two path to the four path
on the turn, turned into the stretch in the five path and never reached contention. LOOKS FIRST broke out and bumped with a rival, was urged along off the
pace, moved from the rail to the three path late on the turn, came out to the six path into the stretch and failed to respond.
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
