RIVER RIDE came away in good order, moved in while going to the front, showed the way on the inside with some company, was asked at the quarter-pole,
shook clear under a strong hand-ride while remaining on her inside lead in upper stretch, was given a pop of a right-handed crop outside the sixteenth-pole,
swapped to the proper lead shortly thereafter and held under steady urging. AMICABLE FARCE was carried in while taken under a snug hold early, tugged
keenly on the bit while saving ground just off the pace, took an awkward stride while racing greenly into the far turn, raced inside while let out some on that
bend, was put to a drive in upper stretch, tipped out to the two path coming to the furlong marker, rallied to make a bid outside of the winner late but missed
while clear for the place. BLACKFIN (IRE) established a forward position early, prompted the pace on the outside in the two path, was given her cue at the
quarter-pole, dropped back under a drive in upper stretch and was outfinished but held the show. FANGO CREEK was carried in while taken under tight
restraint early then was put under a stronger hold as rivals passed in front, had the rider fall back in the saddle a bit shortly thereafter, saved ground while
reserved off the pace, tipped off the rail under some urging on the far turn, was roused more more coming to the quarter-pole, angled out in upper stretch
and lacked the needed response. MAJESTIC MOONLIGHT tossed her head while rank between horses early, went around the first turn in the two path,
settled more kindly at the rear on the backstretch, was urged along in the three path on the far turn, came out to the five path into upper stretch and failed to
rally. DEVILISH GRIN raced in the three path on the first turn, settled on the outside, was urged along in the three path on the far turn and came up empty.

FAST AND FRISKY chased five then four wide coming under a ride with seven-sixteenths remaining, tipped six to seven wide into upper stretch, rallied to
issue a challenge inside the final furlong and was up in the last jumps to prevail. SWEETEST PRINCESS coaxed from the start, dueled four then three wide
with TOUGH STREET to her inside, got set down spinning six wide into upper stretch in narrow command, got headed straightened away, before coming on
again to seize command a furlong out, dug in under late threat and was caught in the final strides to the wire. TOUGH STREET coaxed from the gate,
dueled just off the inside and then along the inside with the aforementioned foe to her outside, got ridden along with five-sixteenths to go, spun three wide
into upper stretch headed for the front, got back on even terms and seized narrow and brief command before being displaced for good a furlong out, kept on
to preserve the show honors.

EGYPTIAN was hustled from the gate, showed speed then contested the pace on the inside of rivals, vied along the rail while asked on the turn, dueled with
COME FULL CIRCLE until near the sixteenth-pole, got the best of that foe at that juncture then drifted out late and just held under strong urging. SOLO JIM
chased the pace while well off the inside, dropped back near the nine-sixteenths pole, went around the turn in the four path, pursued the dueling leaders
under a left-handed crop while remaining on his inside lead into the final furlong, swapped to the proper lead outside the sixteenth-pole, gained into the final
sixteenth, drew alongside the winner late but just missed while able to get the place. COME FULL CIRCLE tracked the pace on the outside, made a bid in
the four then three path on the turn, was roused at the five-sixteenths pole, spun into the stretch in the four path, dueled outside of the winner until near the
sixteenth-pole and was outfinished while well clear for the show. FIRST PITCH was hustled from the gate, pressed the pace down the backstretch, chased
in the three path on the turn, dropped back in the five path into the stretch and tired. DROP ME A DIME lost his footing in the hindquarters at the start and
was off a step slow, moved to the outside then was ridden along near the rear, angled in around the nine-sixteenths pole, traveled around most of the turn in
the two path then dropped near the rail, came back out to the two path into the stretch, had the rider lose his crop into the final furlong and was no factor.
RESILIENT HERO was hustled from the gate, disputed the pace on the backstretch, was asked in the two path on the turn, dropped back late on that bend
and capitulated. SMALLCHANGEGEEP was a bit awkwardly into stride then dropped back, raced at the rear while ridden along, saved ground on the turn
and failed to respond.

EMERALD EMBER coaxed from the start, chased five paths off the inside down the backstretch and then three wide through the turn patiently handled until
set down spinning four wide into upper stretch, rallied to take command near the sixteenth marker, then edged away to the finish to score. CHANNELVIEW
chased four paths off the inside down the backstretch and then just off the inside through the turn coming under coaxing near the quarter pole, angled five
wide for home, dug in under a drive running on to the finish to secure the place honors over a pair of rivals in the final jumps. AMENDED DREAMER broke
in at the start and was bumped after the break by FRAUDSTER, chased two to three paths off the rail until tucked inside through the turn, cut the corner into
upper stretch, offered up a bid, then kept on to procure the show honors. TUNE TIMER pulled eagerly to the front briefly spurting away in command and
coming under a firm hold to throttle down and settle, showed the way in hand three then two wide, got roused spinning two to three wide into upper stretch,
dug in under threat from flanking challengers and was collared a sixteenth from home, fought on between foes to the finish but was out-finished in the last
strides to the line. BENGALESE chased four paths off the inside down the backstretch and then just off the inside through the turn ridden along with
five-sixteenths to go, spun three then two wide for home, weakened in the late stages. FRAUDSTER brushed the near side stall at the start, then came
outwards and solidly bumped AMENDED DREAMER after the start, chased three then two wide until tucked inside through the turn, angled five to six wide
into upper stretch, made no headway.
