CHELSEA'S DREAM broke alertly, vied inside around the turn, battled into the lane, running on the wrong lead under an all-out drive, held safe to the wire.
VERDI'S SURPRISE broke sharp, vied two wide around the bend, dug in gamely through the final sixteenth, conceded grudgingly under the wire. MODEST
KAY away in good order, chased the top pair inside around the turn, angled out into the lane, rallied through the final sixteenth for the show. PALACIO
saved ground mid-pack around the turn, worked off the rail into the lane, bid evened out through the final stages. COUNT THE FLOWERS raced off the
pace outside rivals around the turn, called up five wide into the lane, had no late punch. CRAZY ANITA broke slow, saved ground well off the pace, came up
empty. VISSIM broke alertly, pressed between runners into the turn, gave way through the stretch. MOON ROX very fractious in the gate pre-start, stumbled
at the bell, lacked recovery speed around the turn, never threatened.
