Footnotes | View Glossary Of Terms
AMERICAN GUY raced within striking distance, saved ground around the turn, made a stretch and and proved the best. AUTO DIAL void of early speed,
made a steady gain and finished willingly. GIRLIE'S MAX vied for the early lead, took the advantage at the head of the stretch, finished inside and lacked a
kick. DONEGAL FREEDOM unhurried in the beginning, entered the stretch wide, showed late interest, but was no factor. SUPERHERO pressed the pace,
weakened and was no threat late. LACEY'S KAT lacked early speed and was never close. STABLE AGENT raced near the back, came around the turn on
the outside, angled to the inside and was no threat. BLAME DENNIS dueled on the front end, saved ground and dropped back. A G'S GEM showed early
speed and retreated to the rear.
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
