FREDDIE BY A NOSE unhurried in the early going, moved up around the final turn, made a late wide bid and was just up. JOHNSON pressed the pace,
forwardly placed throughout, took the lead down the home stretch, drove clear and was caught at the wire. SILVER REDESDALE broke out, raced within
striking distance, was close throughout, but proved no match for the top two. INDY CHARGE went to the front, drove clear, saved ground and faded. AFTER
THE GAME raced evenly near the middle of the field and never mounted a bid. MIDNIGHT HUMOR pressed the pace, saved ground and dropped back.
CRIGLER void of early speed and showed little. HAWAIIAN ARGUMENT always raced near the back and was outrun.
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
