Footnotes | View Glossary Of Terms
EL DAN raced within contention, moved up around the turn, took the advantage entering the home stretch, pulled away and was going away at the end.
LEOBOBANNA raced in the middle of the field, saved ground around the turn, made a late bid, proved no match for the winner, but went by MISCHIEVOUS
RUMOR for second. MISCHIEVOUS RUMOR sprinted to the front, drove clear, moved to the inside and tired down the stretch. HE'S CHARLIE raced in the
back of the pack, gained ground late and got up for fourth. CALI DREAMIN raced in the middle of the field, came around the turn on the outside and was
outfinished for fourth. CHASING THE RUSH pressed the early pace and weakened. RUNNING BAYOU lacked early speed and was never a threat.
HEAVENLY DREAM raced near the back, came around the turn on the outside and showed little. ANACREON pressed the early pace, saved ground
around the turn, dropped back and was outrun.
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
