SHE'S A BANDIT moved up after the start to sit three-wide off the early pace, was put into a drive at the three-furlong pole, responded to pull even with
NICELY UNIFIED at the quarter pole, dueled that foe to mid-stretch, then started to edge clear in the final yards. NICELY UNIFIED ducked out after the
break, hustled to the front, got over to the inside and took a short lead with LEXI'S FURY pressing the issue, got to the rail before the turn, responded to a
challenge by SHE'S A BANDIT at the quarter pole, dueled gamely to mid-stretch but gave way in the final furlong while finishing well clear of the next horse.
SAUCY GEM lacked any early speed but stayed on late to claim the third prize. SWEET THIRTEEN mutually bumped with QUITE THE CATCH after the
start, was hard to place down the backstretch but finally settled in along the inside, swung out three-wide for the stretch run, but lacked rally. LEXI'S FURY
broke well, stalked the pace inside initially, then switched to the two-path near the half, weakened approaching the gquarter pole, and was outfinished in the
stretch. KINSLEY GRACE reared and completely missed the break, spotted the field several lengths head start, regained contact with the field midway
down the backstretch, advanced three to four wide through the turn, but was unable to sustain the rally into the stretch and flattened out. QUITE THE
CATCH broke in and bumped with SWEET THIRTEEN, raced two-wide down the backstretch, moved to the rail at the three-furlong pole, but was unable to
improve in the stretch.
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
