GALVASTON tracked the early leader from the inside, had a good position on the turn and from the four path at the top of the stretch was kept to task.
SUMMER SNOW set the pace, had a clear lead on the turn but was headed in mid stretch and was no match for the winner. WET AND WILD was unhurried
early, had a mild gain on the turn and from the six path at the top of the stretch was up for show. KNOTTY AND NICE was in touch and raced evenly on the
turn but from the five path at the top of the stretch needed more. MIA AND ME was off slow, saved ground on the turn and passed tired foes through the
stretch. TRULY MISCHIEF was in touch and roused on the turn but from the six path at the top of the stretch had no response. BENNYS JETS was hustled
early but lost ground on the turn and was empty.
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
