AYZEE settled in the second flight to begin, tracked two to three wide to the quarter marker, swung out and was roused three to four wide for the stretch
drive, shifted in and rallied between foes into the lane, took command into the final sixteenth and drew clear late. LOVE GETAWAY showed good speed
away from the start and was sent for the early lead, set a solid pace to the quarter marker, drifted out while leading into upper stretch, clung to a narrow lead
into the final furlong, was overtaken into the final sixteenth and held for the place.

C C FANTA C allowed to settle early, coaxed two to three wide to the quarter marker, swung five wide into upper
stretch, shifted in at the furlong marker then closed into the final sixteenth and just missed for the show. RESTLESS MIND broke a beat slowly and settled
while saving ground into the turn, roused at the quarter marker, chased three wide to upper stretch, shifted in entering the final furlong, could not muster the
needed response in the final sixteenth and got caught a bit in tight into deep stretch. SWEET IRON broke a bit slowly then settled along the outside, chased
three wide to upper stretch, shifted in for the drive and finished evenly. BRIGHT NOTE was well placed early on while saving ground, tracked the solid pace
from the inside nearing the quarter marker, chased into upper stretch, could not keep pace approaching the furlong pole and weakened in the late stages.
HAMMYDOWN hopped at the start and was away a bit slowly, settled along the inside in the early stages, trailed to the quarter marker, swung out into
upper stretch and did not factor late. HAVEMERCIONUS showed good early speed, pressed the solid pace two wide and between foes into the turn, lost
position nearing the top of the stretch, could not find more at the furlong marker and tired in the drive.

SULTAN'S PRIDE showed speed leaving the start and assumed early command, set a moderate pace while prompted into the turn, shook free into the lane
then was challenged into the final furlong, held off DEAL ME TRIPS into deep stretch and dug in late to prevail. DEAL ME TRIPS raced close up to the early
pace while just off of the early leading pair, tracked from the inside into the turn then tipped three wide nearing the top of the lane, bid into the final furlong
and challenged SULTAN'S PRIDE in the lane, was repelled into the final sixteenth and just held for the place at the wire. BIG MO broke alertly then took
back off of the early pace, coaxed three wide nearing the quarter marker, swung four wide to upper stretch and responded into the lane, finished well and
just missed for the place, while clear of the rest for the show honors. MAKE ME A DEAL was squeezed at the start and trailed into the turn, angled widest
into upper stretch, found his best stride late but could not reel in the leaders in the final sixteenth.

ASTHECOLDWINDBLOWS was prominent early on while inside of STARPORT, was caught in tight and steadied in the opening furlong, tracked the
pacesetter while saving ground into the turn, tipped two wide to upper stretch and was set down for the drive, bid while on the left lead into the final furlong,
took command into the final sixteenth and drew clear under hand urging in deep stretch. STARPORT broke in at the start and traded bumps with inner rival,
showed good early speed and set the pace to the turn, dictated terms from the inside nearing the quarter marker, confronted approaching the furlong
grounds, yielded to the winner into the final sixteenth and was second best. YOCKEY'S DRIVETHRU broke out then took up at the start and was off
awkwardly, trailed to the turn, saved ground to the quarter marker then rallied along the rail to mid-stretch, could not find more into the final sixteenth but
was well clear of the rest for the show. STAR ROCK STAR took back off of the early pace and tracked between rivals along the backstretch, chased two
then three wide nearing the top of the lane, was outkicked to mid-stretch and gave way in the final stages. BIG NICKEL was crowded and bumped by outer
rival at the start, tracked the early pace four wide along the backstretch, tucked in into the turn and was coaxed two to three wide along the bend, shifted
widest into upper stretch, could not keep pace nearing the furlong marker and tired in the drive. BLAME ME SERIOUSLY tracked the early pace from the
second flight, was caught in tight while between rivals leaving the half-mile marker and checked into the turn, recovered and chased two wide to the quarter
marker, ran in pursuit into the stretch, shied from the crop and ducked out with a furlong to go, was eased in the final stages and walked off.

SOMETHING STRONGER settled in the early stages while never far back, avoided trouble into the
turn then chased two to three wide along the bend, swung five wide to upper stretch, responded well in the lane and closed willingly into the final sixteenth,
could not impact the winner late but got up in time for the place honors. FROM SCRATCH sent leaving the start, showed good speed and set the pace to
the turn, dictated terms to upper stretch and met the bid of I'M MO JOKE into the final furlong, yielded to the winner in the final sixteenth and was nailed on
the wire for second.
