RUNNINGINTHEMONEY showed the way moving to the inside around the first turn, shook clear of an outer presser reaching the quarter pole, then held
sway from a pursuer through the lane. SWIFT N TRAFFIC tracked along the inside, steadied when getting briefly keen at the three quarter pole, claimed
place while taking aim outside oft the clearing leader nearing the lane, but was kept at bay while pulling away from the rest. GYPSY'S SOULMATE saved
ground off of the pace, advanced inside of rivals nearing the lane, claimed show while shifting out to the three to four path in upper stretch and failed to
threaten the top pair. INFINITESIMAL pursued from midpack two wide and between rivals before checking back around the first turn, moved out to the four
path with nine sixteenths to go, chased while tipping to the five path turning for home and moved up. KAJUN KARMA raced forwardly three to two wide and
between horses around the first turn, but retreated between rivals down the backstretch, trailed turning for home, yet cut the corner entering the lane and
improved position. OAK HILL LG pressed from the four to two path into the backstretch, sustained pressure under urging in the three to four path around teh
far turn, but gave way at the quarter pole, weakened and drifted inwardly in upper stretch. GALLANT STAR laid off of the pace in the three path, floated to
the five path with nine sixteenth to go, chased fanning to the six path turning for home and made little impact. DRILLING REPORT pursued from midpack
three deep, came under a drive to chase in the four path around the far turn and tired.

AMERICAN KNOW HOW bumped with an outer foe at the start, tugged forward to vie two wide into the turn, drew clear entering the lane and held sway
under a drive. EYE DEE KAY laid off of the pace in the three to four path before fanning to the five path entering the lane and ran on to edge place from an
inner rival in the final sixteenth. WENT WEST raced off of the pace along the inside early on, got keen moving two wide and between horses as an inner
rival faltered into the turn, sustained pursuit in the three path turning for home, then ran on aiming inside of rivals into the final furlong, ranged up to offer a
late bid for place but was denied. UNCLE BERLEY broke a beat slow and bumped with an inner rival leaving the gate, tracked in the four to three path into
the turn, claimed place in the four path in upper stretch, but only managed to chase the clear leader before yielding between rivals in the closing stages.
SEEKING SAWYER bumped an outer rival at the start, tracked along the inside, faltered and steadied back into the turn, swung out to the six path entering
the lane and failed to menace. FRENCH COMPOSER was held up behind foes from the nine sixteenths pole to the half mile marker, trailed in the four path
into the turn, got floated out to the seven path entering the lane and failed to factor. MAHONEY ROAD took very light contact from an inner foe soon after
the start, raced forwardly two wide and between horses but faded turning for home. MIDNIGHT FIRE bobbled slightly and took contact from an inner rival
before grazing an outer foe at the start, set the pace inside of the eventual winner approaching the turn, vied with that one around the bend, but proved no
match entering the lane and weakened.

SIX STRING set the pace along the inside, led narrowly from a trio of outer pressers around the turn, dueled with her most immediate counterpart turning for
home, battled gamely with that one into the final furlong, clung on tenaciously as a wider bidder challenged in the late stages and narrowly held. RUE LALA
advanced to prompt outside of the leader and along with an outer pair into the turn, vied in the three path turning for home, sustained the battle with her
inner counterpart through midstretch, sparred as an outer foe loomed a danger in the late stages and missed between horses at the wire. SASSI
STRUTTER trailed in the two path, swung out to the seven path in upper stretch, rallied to bid outside of the embattled leading pair in the final sixteenth but
ran out of ground. LUYV moved to press the top pair from the four path and between horses into the turn, drifted to the five path spinning into the lane and
gave way. SWEET SASSICAIA tracked two wide and between horses early on, backed out before chasing along the inside around the turn and failed to
factor. BAYOU BERTIE broke in the air and spotted the rest multiple lengths at the start, rushed to be within striking range outside of the leading trio and
from the five path reaching the turn, but got floated to the six path entering the lane and faded.

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between horses. LOTERIE (IRE) brushed with an outer rival at the start, saved ground off of the pace, pursued in the three path in upper stretch and failed
to factor. TUCK CHECK stalked in the three to two path around the first turn, applied mild pressure outside of the leader around the far turn, but weakened
once floated three wide entering the lane. URBAN STAR bumped squarely with an outer foe at the start, pursued from midpack along the inside, chased into
the lane and faded. DEAR LOUISE tracked from midpack three deep and faded between horses around the far turn.

SECRET WINE tracked from midpack four to five wide, ranged up entering the lane, bid and sparked a duel entering midstretch, battled neck and neck
through the closing stages and narrowly prevailed. DIAMOND COUNTRY showed the way along the inside, drifted out to the two to three path while
maintaining an advantage into upper stretch, changed leads in the four path while getting collared by an outer bidder in midstretch, dug in and battled
gamely with that foe through the late stages but just missed. KASENS TRIBE broke slowly, lacked speed along the inside, swung out to the five to six path
into upper stretch and rallied to reach show late. AUSTYN JANE stalked three deep, bid in the four path entering the lane but got outkicked by an outer foe
shortly after and yielded. ONE MORE TIME BABY laid off of the pace along the inside, shifted out turning for home before fanning to the four to five path
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into the lane, ran on to bid for show along with an outer rival in the final sixteenth but got outkicked and missed fourth. KRAFTY TAFFY chased forwardly
along the inside, paused behind the leaders with five sixteenths to go, but lacked a bid thereafter. WHAT'S UP BERTIE pressed outside of the leader,
chased between horses into the lane and gave way. STRUMMIN MARY lacked speed in the two to three path, floated out to the seven path into the lane
and failed to factor. TAKE MY CANDY stumbled at the start, raced at the rear in the three to four path, drifted inwardly in upper stretch and made little
impact. RISKY SECRET broke outwardly, pursued from the three path then tired while hanging on her left lead. JEWEL MARIE was a bit reluctant to load,
raced off of the pace, but steadily faded in the five path into and around the turn, then was eased through the lane.
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
