PROBABLY FLATTERY Bumped at the start by HOLD THE PHONE, In hand along the three path, took the rail around, angled out, reached contention in
gear and drew off. CONCRETE KID Vied along the two path, battled in the lane and then was no match. KING SOLOMON Vied along the three path, battled
in the lane and weakened. HOLD THE PHONE Bumped at the start by PROBABLY FLATTERY, three path on the bend and tired. FINES CREEK Broke
sluggishly, four wide early, three path on the corner and tired. PEACE NEGOTIATOR Saved ground throughout, dropped back and was eased over the
wire.
