SMACKDOWN hustled to the front under a drive, took a short lead racing intto he two-path into the turn, came under the crop at the head of the stretch and
held safe to the finish. BIG COUNTRY BOY broke well, was sent hard to press the pace from the inside, tipped out a path in the stretch, but could not reel in
the winner in the late stages. THE KWEEN'S KING got jostled around between rivals after the break after the start, was outrun and the trailer to the turn, put
in a good late run from the furlong marker to move up and claim the minor award. TITLE TALK broke well, vied three-wide on the pace to the turn, then
weakened before the stretch. LUCKY KINGBIRD chased the leading trip into the turn, tipped out to the three-path approachign the stretch but did not have
the needed late respose. PEA EYE was a little slow into stride, tracked in the three-path off the pace while under some early coaxing, moved to the inside
through the turn, but lacked a finish.
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
