Q B NINE vied for the early lead with FEVER NATION, claimed sole command approaching the half mile marker, held strong under steady encouragement.
MISTER SHARPIE was reluctant to load the starting gate, hopped at the start, chased the pace three wide, finished evenly. STROPE was forwardly placed
in the two path, split foes rounding the turn and got up for the show award. BOAT SONG settled off the pace, advanced three wide through the turn but had
no closing bid. GOLD SMOKE settled off the pace, made some minor improvements in the four path of the stretch. JUNIOR BUG opted to be the early
trailer, gained along the outside of the turn, weakened in the stretch. MIDNITE ALEX settled off the pace, trailed through the turn, passed tired foes. FEVER
NATION vied for early command with Q B NINE, backed off a few lengths at the half mile marker, retreated down the stretch. LONESOME DREAM tracked
the pace from the three path in the early stages, retreated through the turn.
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
