SWEET LA CREMA stalked the early pace setter between runners, took charge after the three eighths marker, kept on task to extend his winning margin.
BILL'S HONOR stalked the pace three wide, chased on down the lane to hold second. WILDWOOD RUBEN settled off the pace, rallied along the inside to
earn the show award. CHRYSO ALOGO was forwardly place four wide, lacked a bid. Q B NINE found early placement around the middle of the pack, was
unable to close in the stretch. ROUSSETTE opted to be the early trailer, passed retreating foes. DUST DANCER showed good early speed, came under
pressure before the turn and gave way, faded in the stretch. JACK SPRAT was placed six wide, never threatened.
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
