DOO WOP DON allowed to settle in the early running, maintained a
three wide path into the first turn, improved position along the backstretch run, mounted a five wide bid approaching the quarter marker, ran evenly to
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mid-stretch, offered a mild late rally but needed more in the final stages. ROBIE broke well but ceded the early lead to TALBOT BAY while tracking that rival
while racing at the head of the rest of the field, went to challenge for the lead passing the quarter pole but was met with some resistance, got the lead briefly
near the furlong marker but weakened a bit in the final yards and was outfinished. DRUIDIC settled while not far back in the early running, saved ground into
the first turn, saved all of the ground through the backstretch run and tracked the moderate pace heading to the half-mile pole, maintained an inside path
into the far turn and chased the leaders approaching the quarter marker, responded to urging and rallied at mid-stretch, could not sustain that bid into the
final sixteenth and flattened out in deep stretch. UNION WAVE forwardly placed in the early stages, settled just off of the early pace and saved ground into
the first turn, was well placed through the backstretch run, chased two wide into the second turn and was boxed in at the quarter marker, found a bit of room
into the lane and ran evenly to mid-stretch, could not muster a late response and weakened in deep stretch. TAMARANDO STAR was forwardly placed
leaving the start, took back and settled four wide into the first turn, tracked the moderate pace while widest through the backstretch run, was roused five
wide into the second turn and loomed nearing the quarter marker, was outkicked at mid-stretch and tired in the final sixteenth. SEA DOG forwardly placed
away from the start, tracked the early pace three wide into the first turn, was well placed into the backstretch run and tracked the moderate pace
approaching the half-mile marker, chased four wide into the far turn and gained ground at the quarter pole, came in tight and was shuffled nearing the top of
the stretch, trailed to the furlong marker and could not recover in the final stages.

SUPERNAL broke well then bumped slightly with BOOK EM TAMO twice in the initial yards, raced on the outside of four horses contesting the early pace
while under a snug hold, was let loose with three furlongs to run, pulled even with DRIVE BY at the quarter pole, quickly opened up when set down in upper
stretch, and easily held clear to the wire. AUTISM PUZZLE broke well but backed out of the developing speed duel, made a mid-race forward move through
the turn, slipped between horses at the quarter pole, chased SUPERNAL down the stretch, was unable to catch that foe but finished well clear of the third
horse. BOLD ENCOUNTER broke best but was unable to join the early pace battle, settled well behind the forward group to the turn then made a bid three
wide to get into contention, swung four wide into the stretch but left room for AUTISM PUZZLE to slip through inside then was unable to go on with that rival
in upper stretch, stayed on into the final sixteenth and just held for third at the wire. ZEN STATE hit the gate at the start and was away a bit slowly, lacked
any speed from the break and raced far behind the field to the turn, angled over to the rail, saved ground through the turn, came five wide into the stretch
still in last, then rallied down the middle of the track and just missed for third on the wire. DRIVE BY was hard ridden from the start and took a furlong to gain
the lead, extended the lead through the turn then had no response when SUPERNAL challenged at the quarter pole and faltered in the stretch. LAST BABY
broke well, dueled briefly with DRIVE BY then let that one go on from the nine-sixteenths pole, remained close up through the turn, came under pressure
near the quarter pole then was outkicked the rest of the way. BOOK EM TAMO exchanged a couple of light bumps with ZEN STATE after the break but
otherwise broke well and was in the early pace mix, raced close up through the turn, then struggled to keep up passing the three furlong marker and had
nothing to offer in the stretch.
