DANZING REBEL came away well and took up a stalking position just behind and to the outside of SAWASDEE, kept that
position into and through the turn, made a bid for the lead near the quarter pole but could not get by, was kept in a drive to the wire but was outfinished for a
minor award. DR. SOULFIRE was a little slow into stride then was prompted to rush up and join the early pace battle, stayed on the rail through the turn and
loomed boldly approaching the quarter pole but had nowhere to make a run, got clear turning into the stretch but did not go on when asked and was
outkicked in the late stages. OUR BOLD PRINCE broke well raced close up down the backstretch but was stuck on the outside, went three to four wide
through the turn, was third of four horses fanned out across the track at the quarter pole all looking to bid for the lead but could not go on with the rest in the
stretch and faltered in deep stretch.
