SIGAN VIENDO shadowed the pace from the inside, was out-finished by outer foes for any minor awards, finished evenly. LAS OLAS settled off the pace
along the inside, trailed after half, had no room to work with in the upper stretch, shifted out at the sixteenth to make some late improvements. DRINK N
WINK pressed the pace from the two path, weakened in the stretch. THE GREAT OSCAR was rated between runners, lacked bid.
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
