SWIFTWIND broke on top, then was immediately joined by BLUSING BELLE to the inside, went together with that one into the turn, then put a head in front
through the turn while confidently ridden, responded when set down in upper stretch, struggled a bit to put away the stubborn rival but edged clear in the
final furlong. BLUSHING BELLE hustled up the inside to join SWIFTWIND on the front end, dug in when set down as they approached the quarter pole, took
a short lead into the stretch, then gave way grudgingly under left-handed urging. BLING BABY was acting up in the post-parade and prior to the start, after
the break settled to the outside in the second pair, moved up through the turn to threaten the leading pair at the top of the stretch, but flattened out and was
unable to threaten. CAPETOWN CANDY raced inside as part of the trailing pair, then was unable to produce a rally in the late stages.

ABSOLUTELY CERTAIN was under urging from the start to get forrward position, settled on the rail in cover behind the early pace mix, waited for room
through the far turn, bid up the rail at the three-sixteenths, lost the path, then altered course to the two-path and surged to the front in the final yards under
strong handling. QUALITY STYLE showed the best speed from the break and won the race into the first turn, led the way down the backstretch with several
in close attendance to the pace, responded when asked to quicken midway through the far turn, went a length clear in upper stretch, but could not hold off
the winner in the final yards despite a good effort. DOWN THE ISLANDS was off a step slow, tried to take back but pulled four-wide through the first turn,
advanced close to the leaders down the backstretch, continued to race wide through the far turn, then rallied down the middle of the course to gain the
minor award. ROARING RAPIDS raced three wide, pressuring the early pace, made a four-wide bid for the lead at the top of the stretch, but failed to
change to the proper lead and faltered.

YO SOY ROY settled out in the three path in the second flight, tracking the leaders through very slow early splits, stayed in the clear through the far turn,
then swung out six or seven wide for the stretch run and powered past the field to win going away. FLY RED BIRD FLY hopped at the start, then moved up
through the first turn to race in the middle of the field along the rail, was a little hard to place, stuck behind the slow pace with no clear path, waited for room
through the far turn, finally got clear four wide at the top of the stretch, and finished up well to gain second. POLLITO TITO was pushed from the break to
get to the front, then managed to slow down the pace to a crawl despite being between rivals, remained prominent to the far turn, then responded when the
pace picked up approaching the stretch, and finished up well while getting out-nodded for the place. HEATS HERO was the inside horse in the three-way
early pace mix, put a head in front on the far turn, kept on well into the stretch, but was overtaken in the final furlong. KING OF GRACE was allowed to settle
at the rear through the first turn, moved up into the mix in the run down the backstretch, was close up on the rail headinginto the turn but without a clear path
forward, waited, then took advantage of an opening along the rail turning for home, but was outfinished in the final furlong. ADGER raced three-wide in the
clear at the back of the field through the first half-mile, loomed approaching the stretch, but lacked a finish. DAPILOT raced three-wide in the leading group,
then was outkicked in the sprint to the finish.
