DEBRUSK hesitated at the start, to get off to a slow start, pulled himself up from along the rail through the first turn to gain a tracking trip, maintained that
trip through the second turn and in the run down the backside, rallied smartly from along the rail while awaiting room through the final turn, split rivals two
wide entering the lane to quickly assume command, and held sway under confident handling. HELIOO away alertly and was taken in hand and settled at the
back of the pack while racing two out from the rail entering the lane the first time, continued into the backstretch with a four wide trip, advanced midway
down the backside to gain a striking position entering the final turn, and closed willingly five wide in the drive to get up for the place in a solid effort.
STORMY LENT stalked the leaders through the stretch the first time while racing two out from the rail, maintained his position in the run down the
backstretch, rallied smartly three wide through the final turn, and finished two out from the rail in the drive to prove easily best of the rest. SUNNY WISHES
broke sharply and raced to the lead from along the rail entering the stretch the first time, set a pressured pace from the inside of KARENSNOTIMPRESSED
in the run down the backside and through the final turn, was quickly overtaken entering the lane, and faded in the late stages. KARENSNOTIMPRESSED
away well and tracked the pacesetter into the first turn while racing one out from the rail, prompted the pace two wide through the second turn and in the run
down the backside, continued to force the issue through the final turn, drifted four wide entering the lane, and faded in the stretch drive.
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
