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SCRIPT settled to race mid pack racing in hand, saved ground through the far turn and finished well to draw clear under strong pressure racing four to five
wide. BERGEN dropped back to race with the second flight, raced three wide around the far turn, moved up six wide from the outside near the quarter pole
and rallied narrowly for the place position. ATTACHE raced near the back early, three deep around the far turn, angled out widest through the stretch run
and rallied gamely to the wire. DARK VINTAGE (IRE) rated along racing in hand just off the early leader into the stretch, asked near the quarter pole and
weakened a bit in the final stages. DAY AND AGE settled early on, raced four to five wide between rivals in the stretch and had not enough late.
MISCHIEVOUS ROGUE dropped back early on, raced near the inside through the far turn, raced four deep between in the drive and was even with no final
winning bid. BUSHIDO rated along under a snug hold, had an inside run around the far turn into the lane, blocked near the three sixteenths pole, shifted out
three deep and weakened late. WE'RE IN TROUBLE trailed early on, raced from the inside into the upper stretch and needed more. LINZER tracked the
early leader two deep between and faded. HOFF set a pressured early pace along the inside and faded. GILDED RULER raced mid pack early and failed to
respond. FOXTROTANNA pressed three deep from the outside of foes and tired.
