FEELING WOOZY hustled for forward position leaving the start, rated off of the dueling early leaders and stalked the solid pace three deep along the
backstretch, loomed nearing the quarter marker, took command to upper stretch then kicked clear at the furlong marker, kept to task into the final sixteenth
and held sway to the wire. PAY BILLY settled just off of the early pace, tracked from the second flight to the backstretch and was well placed nearing the
half-mile, raced a bit off of the rail into the far turn, got caught a bit in tight nearing the top of the lane then chased two wide into the stretch, chased the
winner into the final sixteenth and was a clear second best. HITTHEROADJAK hopped at the start and was away a step slowly, unhurried in the early
stages, advanced two wide nearing the far turn, swung four wide for the stretch drive, was able to offer a mild late rally and was clear in the end for third. LE
GRIS sent to vie for the early lead, engaged with J D FACTOR into the first turn and dueled that rival through solid fractions into the backstretch, continued
that pace duel into the far turn, was overtaken by the winner into upper stretch, chased into the final furlong then gave way in the late stages. J D FACTOR
broke alertly and contested the early pace heading to the first turn, engaged with LE GRIS and dueled outside of that rival while disputing solid fractions into
the backstretch, battled into the far turn and vied for the lead between foes nearing the quarter marker, lost position into upper stretch then weakened late.
SECRET ZIPPER hopped at the start and was last away from the gate, settled while saving ground into the first turn, lost position into the backstretch run,
trailed to the far turn and did not factor in the stretch drive.

bid three wide into the far turn then vied for the lead at the quarter, took command into upper stretch and kicked clear into the final furlong, drew away into
the final sixteenth then was ridden out in the late stages to win as much the best. MAUPANSANT allowed to settle early while never far back, tracked the
moderate pace two wide to the half-mile and chased into the far turn, angled three then four wide nearing the top of the stretch, was no match for the winner
into the lane but ran on to best the rest for the place. SHOT FOR THE MOON settled outside of rivals early on, coaxed four wide along the backstretch run,
gained ground into the far turn then swung five wide to upper stretch, was outkicked into the final furlong but stayed on late to earn the show honors. SALVO
TRIGGER was prominent leaving the start, ceded the early lead and stalked the moderate pace to the half-mile, bid between rivals into the far turn and vied
for the lead nearing the quarter marker, battled into the stretch, could not find more past the furlong pole and weakened late. UNCLE GREY allowed to settle
in the early stages, trailed to the half-mile marker then advanced five wide entering the far turn, got outkicked to the quarter pole, ran on into the stretch and
improved position in the late stages. RETURN FIRE sent leaving the start, assumed early command and set the pace to the half-mile, met oncoming bids
into the far turn, battled into the stretch, could not hold off oncoming rivals into the final furlong and gave way. WHITE BLUE broke a step slowly, settled
while saving ground to the backstretch, lacked the needed response heading into the far turn and did not factor in the stretch drive.
