SHEEZAHOTMESS rated off foes into the first turn then shifted out to stalk outside a rival, edged up three wide into the far turn, went on the attack past the
three eighths, cruised clear approaching the lane, responded when set down past the three sixteenths and widened while kept to aggressive handling.
MESSY LU settled off the pace, came under a ride into the far turn, circled five wide into the stretch and churned on to edge an inner foe for the place.
TEDDY'S LUCKY GIRL , in close soon after the break, regrouped and was taken to rate while saving ground, eased out nearing the far turn, shifted four
wide with pursuit past the five sixteenths, battled to the inside of MESSY LU through the final sixteenth but was out kicked for second. LORRAINE'S WAY
broke sharply and took over early, set a rated pace towards the inner rail, handled some outer pressure into the far turn, failed to contain the winner nearing
the five sixteenths, stayed on willingly to mid stretch then weakened. SHE GOT THE MUNNI saved ground while in range early on, failed to kick on under a
ride leaving the three eighths, eased out some in the drive and weakened. MISS BANKS prompted the pace two wide outside the leader, applied a bit more
pressure past the half, failed to respond past the three eighths and faltered nearing the lane.
