UNLIKELY QUEEN tracked from inside just off the lead, came out past the five-sixteenths entering the top of the stretch three wide and under urging, kept
on and surged late to get up. WOLFBERRY set the pace in hand, was shadowed by a rival up the backstretch, edged clear by the five-sixteenths, led till late
but was just nailed. INVASION GIRL was lightly bumped at the start, stalked from outside just off the leaders four wide, loomed a threat coming into upper
stretch but could not sustain the effort and flattened out. WINDY ICE hopped at the start, settled at the rear inside, switched out off the fence leaving the far
turn for the run up the backstretch, fanned five wide coming to the quarter pole, kicked on mildly outside but narrowly missed show honors. STREET
WISDOM bumped a rival lightly at the start, was in a bit tight in the early going, settled mid-pack off the fence stalking in behind, was between foes into the
far turn, ran on evenly. PARTY TRICK was outsprinted early racing outside a foe at the rear early, shifted in leaving the first turn, saved ground on the far
turn, failed to menace. BREAKER WAVE pressed the pace two to three wide, was encouraged by the seven-sixteenths, retreated while floating out a bit
leaving the far turn and faded. CHARMING LEAH was unruly in the gate, had forward position stalking three wide, was done three furlongs out.
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
