SHANGHAI CHARLIE broke out and bumped with RIDDICK at the start then chased the pace from the three path but had no
kick in the upper. GRAN CORREDOR was brushed at the start and shifted to the inside early off the pace and came two wide through the turn but had no
bid. RIDDICK was bumped at the start and settled back in the five path, then came out far wide into the upper and was no menace. PRINCEOFTHEKNIGHT
bolted at the break and trailed the field and was no factor.
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
