LUCKY PENNY ROSE broke a step slow, was taken well wide for the backstretch run and settled off the pace, took closer order leaving the three eighths,
circled widest and about seven wide into the lane, responded to some left handed asks leaving the furlong marker, sustained outside foes under steady
hand encouragement, took over in deep stretch and edged clear at the wire. FEELING EASY , bumped at the break, gained a nice spot of of a contested
pace soon into the backstretch, crept up into the far turn, went on the attack three wide and joined FLASHY N, sparred on a short lead leaving the three
sixteenths, edged away a bit near the sixteenth marker, kept on gamely but was unable to deny the winner's outer charge. KAT TRAX broke outward
bumping FEELING EASY, raced forwardly between foes nearing the three quarter pole then relaxed in the clear while not far back, angled five to six wide
with a run into the lane, chased on past mid stretch then flattened out late. MOBIL CHIC vied inside, could not quite go with FLASHY N leaving the three
eighths, shifted out in upper stretch and kept on with effort. FLASHY N , lightly bumped at the break, disputed the pace outside MOBIL CHIC, held a short
lead exiting the far turn then was soon joined by an outer FEELING EASY, stayed on to contest the pace past mid stretch then faded. TRULY INCLUSIVE
settled off the pace, quicky gained between runners nearing the quarter pole, tipped out about five wide entering the stretch, loomed near mid stretch, falled
to sustain and faded under some hand encouragement. HIGH FIRE , off the pace while saving some ground, was under pressure entering the far turn but
failed to respond.
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
