WASHINGTON'S UNION was unhurried and allowed to settle at the rear into the clubhouse turn, moved out to the three path for the run down the
backstretch, circled the field on the far turn, came six-wide into the stretch under confident handling, then dueled with STOMPING MOON through the
stretch, then edged clear in the final yards. STOMPING MOON made the early lead without really being asked, led the way into the far turn with a
COLLECTORATE a constant shadow to the outside, battled on into the stretch but could not hold off the winner in the final yards. SEE SPOT RUN tracked
three-wide, was always close up, altered course to the outside in upper stretch, could not go with the top pair late, but kept on well to gain and hold third. .
PACE lacked any early speed, saved ground throughout, improved position late despite not being ridden out through the finish. ICE BLAST was roused
leaving the gate but lacked the speed to compete for the lead, settled well back early, made a mild middle move, went wide on the last turn, and could not
sustain a late bid. DREAM KNIGHT got caught four-wide into the first turn, moved up to be in range as the field turned onto the backstretch, continued
four-wide on the far turn, and was outfiniwhed. COLLECTORATE pressed the early pace under a snug hold, was asked to go on leaving the five-sixteenths
pole, but did not respond and was outfinished.
