MORNING MARCH traveled held up and unhurried, ridden forward patiently to gain second at the final hurdle, continued to close steadily under pressure ,
drew clear mid stretch and ridden out to the line. MIDDLE AGES (IRE) tracked pacesetter in second, took the lead two hurdles out, then overtaken in mid
stretch. BIG GEORGE raced held up, closed to third at the final hurdle, roused and remained in pursuit around the final bend but unable to gain on the top
two. ROTTERDAM stalked leaders mid pack, chased but weakened in the stretch. BEAU CIEL led, was headed two hurdles out, tired at the final hurdle,
dropped back, eased and walked off. ASPENITE held a stalking position, then fell when in third at the final hurdle.
