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GETTINBY in a bit tight just after the start, was used a bit to move up and join the leaders the opening furlong, got clear by late in the turn while betting a bit
of a breather, drew out through the lane under steady handling. FOUR O NINE in mid pack early off the inside, three wide and between rivals into the lane,
rallied to be clear for the place, not a threat to the winner. HICKO away well, raced within striking distance in the two path, could not keep up with the winner
upper stretch, brushed by a lugging COWBOYCENTS and was caught for the second spot. LORD OF RHYMES behind the leaders well out in the strip, four
wide in the turn, went evenly in the drive in lacking a closing kick. STRIKE RIDGE void of speed outside, continued four wide through the turn, improved
position with some modest late interest. GEE NO HOLLANDER fell back after the start, raced three wide through the turn, angled in a bit for the drive, and
picked off a couple of rivals with some mild energy. STROLLSMISCHIEF was never dangerous while racing three wide. COWBOYCENTS broke with the
field, four wide in the run up the backstretch, three wide in the bend, lugged in approaching the furlong grounds, weakened. MAX DOT SOCKS lacked a
response while racing three wide. BOSSOFMI squeezed just after the start, remained always back. GIANT MOON pressed the issue early from along the
inside, gave way. CLEAR ECHO was finished before a half.
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
