INDIAN GULCH raced in the second flight off the inside, moved out a bit late in the second turn, advanced four to five wide final bend, challenged into the
lane, spirited stretch battle to prove narrowly best. TRUCULENT with the lead pack while between horses, continued to help set the pace the middle eight
furlongs, vied between horses through the third turn, came three wide for the drive, long drive, proved game to narrowly miss. RUNGIUS in a bit tight just
after the start, moved up to join the first group three wide before a half, continued to vie on the outside, four wide into the lane, equal terms with the top two
past the furlong marker, bested late, remained well clear for the show. MYSTERY MO forwardly placed along the inside, asked along late in the final bend,
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went evenly through the stretch, lacked a closing kick in finishing up evenly. BIG PAPER void of speed toward the inside, moved out a bit for the second
turn, four to five wide in the final bend, staged a mild rally to continue and improve position, no real threat. CANADIAN PHAROAH settled in mid pack while
off the inside, went one paced throughout in lacking a rally. POLTERER took command soon after the start, set most all of the pace inside, vied final turn,
faltered when headed entering the stretch. ROYAL ACT saved ground to no avail. WHAT A COUNTRY fell back, lagged for ten furlongs, three wide into the
stretch, passed tiring horses while never a threat. EL MIC TIESUN in tight just after the start, steadied, raced well back in the three path through all three
turns, remained well back. FETCHS BRAHM off a step slow, was never close. QUICK BUCK mid pack early, gave way, well back. MAKE NOISE in the
second flight for two of three turns, stopped, well beaten.
