LEGAL LIGHTNING settled off the pace while racing in the two path, lacked a closing kick through the stretch in finishing up evenly. YES JULIA chased the
winner from the three path, had little left for the stretch drive. KILLA SALLY lacked pace while three wide, continued one paced through the lane. BUCKEYE
FAVORITE tracked the pace along the inside, began to fade before a half. BRANDY FOOT remained back while racing three wide. STEEL GIRL off slowly,
