NILAMBAR set a pressured pace and shook clear leaving the turn and drifted out slightly in the final sixteenth while holding sway late to prove best under a
drive. HOTTER THAN DEM was allowed to settle early and made a four wide run on the far turn and closed well on the outside but was too late. GARAGE
BEERS pressed the winner two wide and fought on willingly between rivals in the final sixteenth and was bumped late while saving the show award.
SOUNDS LIKE FUN chased the early pace and then tracked the leaders three wide and made a three wide bid leaving the turn to be between rivals by the
sixteenth marker but was bumped late while flattening out. BUTTER MAN was reserved on the inside, came six wide into the lane and had a late rally on the
outside. ON SECRET SERVICE steadied early on the inside and chased the pace along the inside but had no late kick. VINO GRAY was settled back early
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and came two wide into the lane and had a good belated rally. CHRIST IS KING was settled early and was two to three wide on the far turn but had no late
rally. BATANT chased the early pace and was two wide on the far turn but weakened. LUCKY DOUBLE ZERO was off slowly and trailed early, made a
three to four wide run on the far turn but weakened in the lane. CALL MEE REX was settled back early and failed to menace. PERKINS GEM was settled
early and jumped tracked and lost the rider around the three eights marker, was caught and walked off. STEWARDS INQUIRY concerning the number
seven for losing the rider, JOCKEY OBJECTION the number six against the number nine and then number five in the final furlong, after the STEWARDS
reviewed the replays both OBJECTIONS were DISALLOWED.
