GLOWS IN THE DARK saved ground while being allowed to settle, slipped through to join the leaders nearing the eighth pole and prevailed in a stiff drve.
SADIE'S GRACE was forwardly placed racing three-wide, offered a bid nearing the eighth pole but wasn't quite good enough. CARDINAL WAR CRY saved
ground setting the pace, drifted out slightly entering the stretch, responded when challenged and held on determinedly for the show. WHEREVER WE ARE
was off a step slow then unhurried, came three-wide into the stretch and rallied late. NORMANDY LIFE settled in the middle of the field early, came
two-wide into stretch and went evenly late. SHINING SPIRIT was allowed to settle while racing four-wide, came five-wide into the stretch and failed to
seriously threaten. CRUSADER RABBIT prompted the early pace and weakened. MAIDSTONE was unhurried early, came five-wide into the stretch and
was not a factor. DAKOTA SPRINGS was prominent early while racing four-wide and tired. TUDOX DAHLIA bobbled at the start then showed early speed
from between horses and tired.
