IMPOSTER SYNDROME prompted the pace from the fence saving all the ground, rallied along the inside cutting the corner turning for home and prevailed
in the stretch duel with the runner-up. PANCHO SLIPS AWAY set the pace under steady pressure to upper stretch, responded when challenged midway
down the lane digging in to the wire but was outfinished by the winner in a game effort. AROUET reserved off the pace to the turn, rallied four wide midway
on the bend and showed good interest while unable to gain on the top pair. GIFT EXCHANGE tracked the pacesetters from two wide in between rivals into
the turn, angled wide to the clear for the stretch and run and rallied well late in the lane. SNOVEMBER hesitated at the start giving the field a couple lengths
to be the trailer and mounted a belated bid in the stretch. NOBLE SOUL stalked the pace down the backside, made a bid on the bend to threaten and
flattened out coming home. OH' WHAT A DAY raced wide and never posed a threat. INSANITY IT SEEMS was not a factor.
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
