LEGACY ACCOUNT vied for the lead in the opening quarter, continued to match strides around the turn, took a slim lead in upper stretch, dug in gamely
under firm handling and edged away. WHERE'S THE LOOT raced in the second flight going by the half mile marker, lacked clear racing room and steadied
slightly entering the turn, waited patiently for a clear path, hustled up past the quarter pole, set down four wide for the drive and surged late to the wire.
HICKO vied outside of rival in early stages, continued to match strides around the turn, remained in aim into the final furlong and got edged late for place.
VALE raced in range in early stages, went two wide around the turn, launched a rail bid a furlong out, advanced into striking distance and yielded late. AL'S
ROMEO raced up close into the turn, continued in aim past the furlong marker then ran on evenly late. TZEDAKAH settled through early stages, swung
wide into the drive and needed more for late impact. TRIPLE UP was off slow at the start, raced off the pace, came four to five wide into the lane and lacked
a needed rally. TALL COOL ONE failed to move into contention.
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
