Footnotes | View Glossary Of Terms
I GOT NO MUNNY was allowed to settle in early stages, swung five wide into the upper stretch, rallied gamely along the outside and got up late. BOLT
FORTY FIVE dueled for the early lead then edged back into tracking mode entering the turn, launched a three wide rebid at the head of the lane, took over
the lead near mid-stretch then got denied in final strides. SAMURAI PRINCE tracked the pace in early stages, came under a ride two wide near the quarter
pole, sustained bid into the lane and steadily edged closer to the wire. CAPTIVATED DRAMA dueled for lead from onset, continued to battle around the
turn, shook free entering the head of the lane, led past the furlong marker then got overtaken by BOLT FORTY FIVE near mid-stretch and gave way.
FLIPPING FISH raced off the early pace, swung wide into the lane and lacked a needed rally. DIAMOND CITY dueled for the lead from the onset, battled
around the turn, took an awkward step in the upper stretch, was pulled up and transported via equine ambulance after the race. This race had a timing
malfunction or discrepancy, and was re-timed using video technology to arrive at the most accurate time.
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
