SUMMERTIMEE set a well rated pace from the start, drew off in upper stretch and led throughout. CASHMERE BABY was unhurried early the rallied on the
far turn, was inside saving ground then raced two wide in the stretch, was gaining ground and was second best in the end. TAIL OF WHOA was allowed to
settled while racing three wide on the backstretch, made a bid on the far turn then was making up some ground but was no menace in late stretch. SEE
YOU LATER BEBE was allowed to settled while two wide on the backstretch, made a bid while four wide in the stretch but came up empty in late stretch.
HAKUHIA stalked the early pace while two wide on the backstretch, was used up then gave way in the stretch. NOBLE AWARE was allowed to settled
inside on the backstretch, saved ground on the far turn making a bid then flattened out in the stretch. RON'S LAVENDER was unhurried early while inside
then outrun.
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
