Footnotes | View Glossary Of Terms
TATE BATZ raced off the rail from off the pace, was on the move four deep around the bend, took aim at the leader from the two path turning for home,
headed SUSIE'S LOADED at the eighth pole and drew clear in deep stretch. SUSIE'S LOADED showed the way inside a pair of rivals then cleared past the
half-mile marker, led along the inside through the turn, collared by TATE BATZ at the eighth pole, yielded to that rival and stayed on to hold second.
WAITING FOR MY CUE broke well but crowded briefly early, started to climb a bit and fell off the pace, saved ground around the bend, tipped out into the
stretch and showed late run to earn third. LIVELY GIRL lacked early speed, chased outside a rival at the back past the half-mile pole, took the turn three to
four wide and improved position. SHE'S BACK stalked the speed from inside, asked around the bend, stayed on the fence and weakened. DAME IT DANI
pressed the leader from between foes early then chased past the half-mile pole, took the turn two wide and faded out of contention. OMEMGEE raced up
close three deep, dropped back around the bend and tired.
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
