COPIOUS was hustled from the gate, went around the first turn in the two path, stalked the pace on the outside, made a bid leaving the backstretch, took
the lead in the three path early on the far turn, moved clear late on that bend, responded well when put to the crop in upper stretch and held under strong
urging. HADRIAN'S WALL raced in the four path on the first turn, settled at the rear, was urged along in the four to five path on the far turn, turned into
upper stretch under a drive and improved for the place. LUZ DE GUIA settled well back while saving ground, moved out to the three then four path under
urging inside the three-eighths pole, turned into the stretch in the five path, drifted out some around the furlong marker and was along for the show.
COMMERCE was bumped in the hindquarters at the start, dropped from the two path to the inside on the first turn, was rated off the pace, chased in the two
then three path on the far turn, pursued the winner under a drive into upper stretch and weakened. SORRENTINO was well placed on the inside under
some urging, chased while continuing to save ground on the far turn and tired. BATTLE bumped with a rival at the start, went around the turns in the two to
three path and failed to threaten. DARK ASSAULT dropped from the four path to the three path on the first turn, tracked the pace on the outside, came up
empty in the four then three path on the final turn and retreated. STORMING went around the turns in the two to three path and failed to respond. MR.
WILLIAN was away awkwardly then went to the front, raced in the four then three path on the first turn, showed the way down the backstretch, was headed
early on the far turn and stopped then was eased in the stretch but walked off.
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
