CLASSIC Q away well and to the front, showed the way in hand just off the inside and then along the inside down the backstretch and through the far turn
patiently handled through moderate splits, took the inside route into upper stretch and was roused straightened away, edged away to the eighth pole, dug in
and held well and clear to the finish. MANDANABA (FR) coaxed from the gate, tracked the pace along the inside from a loose pocket, came under coaxing
near the quarter pole and took the inside route into upper stretch, dug in under a drive running on willingly to procure the place honors. SEGESTA settled
tracking the leader in closest aim two to three paths off the hedge, came under encouragement nearing the head of the stretch, spun just off the inside into
upper stretch, ran on with good energy through to the finish to garner the show honors. DEEP SATIN settled two to three wide at the tail of the field under a
rating hold, was just off the inside into the far turn when appearing to lose her footing, steadied at the three-eighths pole losing about two lengths of ground,
got let out spinning three wide into upper stretch and kicked on belatedly to the wire. AND ONE MORE TIME three wide through the first turn, chased three
to four paths off the inside coming under urging with five-sixteenths to go, bid three to four wide into upper stretch, couldn't sustain the move and was
out-finished in the late stages. SANDTRAP (IRE) raced just off the inside off heels early on through the first turn hard held in the two path, settled under a
light hold with five furlongs remaining, remained on hold until called upon spinning just off the inside into upper stretch, then offered no kick. FAST MARKET
tracked the pace along the inside under rating, got let out angled five then four wide into upper stretch and weakened. BUTTERCREAM BABE four then
three wide through the first turn, raced four then three wide in the clear, came under coaxing with five-sixteenths remaining, went seven wide into upper
stretch and tired.
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
