BLINGO off a step slowly, hustled away from the gate and showed good speed, engaged with WEDDING GROOM then dueled inside of that foe into the
turn, led while off of the rail into upper stretch, kept WEDDING GROOM at bay in the late stages then lasted over the oncoming runner-up. DISTANT FLEET
settled off of the early pace, coaxed three wide along the turn, angled outside of the leading pair into the stretch, surged late and just missed for the win,
while getting up in time for second. WEDDING GROOM sent to vie for the early lead, engaged with BLINGO and disputed the pace outside of that rival
heading into the turn, dueled from the three path to upper stretch, kept at bay by the winner into the lane and was outkicked late for second, while clear of
the rest for third. LONZO WHO rated off of the early pace, tracked four wide to the turn, coaxed from the five path into upper stretch, needed more in the
lane. DON'T HIT ME BASH off slowly and allowed to settle early, saved ground into the turn, kept an inside path to the stretch, no late rally. AZTEC SUN in
tight and shuffled back soon after the start, settled at the rear of the field then coaxed two wide into the turn, angled out to upper stretch, shifted back in for
the stretch drive but could not muster the needed late response. MAGICAL MARK was forwardly placed to begin then settled in the second flight, tracked
the leading pair two wide and between foes into the turn, lacked the needed response to upper stretch then weakened. FOREVER NOW close up to the
early pace, chased from the inside heading to the turn, well placed into the bend, lacked a rally to upper stretch then gave way.
