BYE BYE VICKI rated nicely off of the early pace, tracked four wide and between rivals into the turn, loomed three wide at the quarter pole then battled

SONGCAT into the lane, shook free of the runner-up into the final sixteenth and drew away in hand late. SONGCAT hopped at the start and was off a step
slowly, hustled to dispute the early pace, showed the way to the quarter marker then met the bid of BYE BYE VICKI into upper stretch, was repelled by the
winner into the final sixteenth and was a clear second best. PASS THE TEST settled in the second flight to begin, chased five wide to the quarter pole, ran
in pursuit four wide into upper stretch, could not match strides with the top pair into the lane but stayed on to be a clear third. DIVINE LIGHT LADY settled in
the second flight to begin, chased six wide to the quarter pole, ran in pursuit five wide to upper stretch, could not sustain her run into the final furlong then
flattened out in the final sixteenth. MENDOCINA pressed the early pace from the inside, dropped back nearing the quarter pole then weakened in the stretch
drive. M G JOY RIDE close up to the early pace, chased three wide into the turn, lost ground nearing the top of the lane and gave way in the drive. DESERT
HOPE lacked early speed, trailed to the turn, passed a tiring rival in the lane but did not factor late. SEIS TACO'S settled in mid-pack early on while saving
ground, outrun to the turn, saved ground to upper stretch and did not offer a late response.
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
