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SOCIAL BELLE settled in mid-pack off the pace, made a forward move four-wide through the turn, took command at the furlong marker, and drew clear late
under steady handling. GLADRIEL sprinted clear of the field early, surrendered the lead in upper stretch but kept on gamely to save the place. HIDEKI
chased four-wide at the rear of the main pack through the early stages, continued four-wide through the turn to gain contention approaching the stretch, had
a little trouble with the lead change in the stretch but finished well despite it, and was able to grab the minor award. PROTOMAGIC tracked the early pace in
second position into the turn, bid three-wide under a drive past the quarter pole, kept on well to be third. FIRE'S OUT broke well, tracked the pacesetter
along the rail, moved up in range of the lead approaching the quarter pole, then flattened out in mid-stretch. YELLOW SUN DRESS saved ground
throughout, tracked in mid-pack early on, finished willingly, but could not find another gear when needed. LATE TO THE GAME was always close up racing
between rivals, then was not doing enough in the late stages. SALTY SENORITA brushed with THESE APPLES after the start, was then devoid of early
speed and the distant trailer to the stretch, rallied too late to threaten, but improved a couple of spots. DARING HOPE got shuffled back after the start,
chased three-wide near the back, and never threatened. THESE APPLES was three to four wide throughout, lugged in through the stretch and failed to
menace. SHORE WAR raced in mid-pack, then was unable to keep up in the final furlong and faded to last.
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
