ROWAN AUGUST bumped with an inner foe then steadied at the start, tracked in the two path, moved up along the rail to take command passing the
three-eighths pole, floated out to the five path at the top of the lane, and stayed on to hold safe. RENEW stalked in the four path, was coaxed along from the
three path around the far turn, ran on in the two path down the stretch, but was second best. PLEASANT BOSS chased in the five path, was ridden between
foes in the three path around the far turn, but finished evenly down the lane for show. DORMELLO'S LEGACY raced off the pace in the six path and was
one paced on the left lead in the five path down the stretch. HUGH GLASS bumped with an outer foe at the start, set the pace in the two path, lost the lead
to an inner rival passing the three-eighths pole, and faded in the four path down the lane. KNOCKOUT GUY trailed in the four path early and never
menaced. STETSONSNSTILETTOS pulled around the first turn, prompted the pace in the three path but yielded from the two path around the far turn.
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
