PIN BOY was carried in a bit in the early going, switched outside the leader at that juncture stalking from outside, was in range three to four wide on the
turn, commenced a bid past the quarter pole taking command by the top of the stretch, kicked clear in upper stretch, held safe despite weakening some late.
YOU AND ME BABY was carried in a bit early, settled in to stalk in behind the leading group just off the rail, was patiently-handled waiting till upper stretch
to angle out five to six wide, kept on late to close the gap but was not enough. OUT N OUT DISGRACE settled toward the rear, saved ground inside on the
turn, angled five to six wide in upper stretch and rallied to get up for show. MY BOY BRUCE settled outside mid-pack, raced just a couple paths removed
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from the fence through the turn, came out seven wide in upper stretch, kicked on evenly and lost third late. DEVIL'S TONGUE broke outwardly but alertly
going straight to the lead, came in a bit setting the pace from off the rail, yielded in the stretch. CAPTIVATING NAME moved off the rail early racing off the
pace, came out seven wide in the stretch, ran on evenly. MISS D'S PRIDE pressed the pace from inside, weakened in the lane. HIGHLAND PEAK lacked
early speed outside runners at the back, went four to five wide on the turn floating out nine deep turning for home, was not a threat. SOUPER STRIDER was
placed in tight quarters early, stalked from mid-pack saving ground along the rail through the turn, came out a bit for the drive but failed to rally.
BOURBONONAHOLIDAY broke a half-step slowly, lacked early speed, came out ten wide in the stretch, was not a factor.
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
