BIG LEW got away well, stalked the pacesetter from outside, edged closer willingly on the turn and bid coming near the top of the stretch, was clear past the

three-sixteenths, weakened late while kept busy but just lasted. SWITCHIN' TO GLIDE was urged from the start, shifted in, chased the leading pair while
ridden along leaving the backstretch, came out six wide in upper stretch, gained late outside but missed. HALCON NEGRO settled toward the back inside,
advanced on the turn saving ground, tipped out four then five deep in upper stretch, rallied inside a rival in mid-stretch making a bid between foes nearing
the wire but was outfinished. IDEALSANDDREAMS switched out in the early going, raced outside a foe off the leading pair racing about three to four deep
into and on the turn, was carried seven wide into upper stretch, ran on but needed more. HARD RELOAD was sent clear, set the pace near the inside, gave
way in the stretch. ZIP TO ZAP was outside runners off the pace, went three to four wide on the turn, swung six deep, was never near enough to threaten.
COMMON CANTER raced between foes toward the back up the backstretch heading into the turn, swung five wide turning into upper stretch, was not a
factor. WE COME IN PEACE got away slowly then was slow to gather spotting the field numerous lengths, was distanced, crossed the wire and walked off.
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
