REGAL MOMENT broke a step slow to begin, settled into stride in tandem inside tracking the engaged duo along the backside, sat on the rail, poised,
waiting for the cue to move behind the contesting trio in midturn, scraped paint closing in turning for home, darted thru up the fence seizing control at the
furlong marker and had enough late to stave off the late charging outside rival at the finish line. SECRET LOAD had a stalking role ahead of only one runner
along the backside, began to lengthen stride midway around the oval, closed in to loom five wide at the top of the lane, stayed on the incorrect lead down
the stretch but determinedly kept coming on inching up late but had to settle for a close second best on this day. DAZZLING CRUISER travelled on the
outside in the second flight, started to make a rally three wide circling runners at the three furlong pole, angled to the four path taking control briefly outside
the frontrunner in upper stretch but needed more late when faded between rivals in the last sixteenth of a mile to be a clear third at the wire. TEXAS
HOLIDAY pressed the issue leaving the gate, took control up the fence by the half mile marker, had the rail just holding on up front with two rivals bearing
down outside throughout the turn, still remained in the mix for a share two wide giving way on the lead in upper stretch and weakened in the final furlong
easily holding on for a minor placing in the end. ZABARTA broke a touch slow on the start, trailed the field down the backside, lagged well behind under a
ride trying to catch up to runners around the bend, shifted outside to the four path for the stretch drive and managed to pass the leg weary early leader who
had little left in the final furlong. MONTY'S INN narrowly had control on the outside in the beginning, took back relinquishing the lead while under a snug
hold outside at the half, moved in through the turn vying between runners at the five sixteenths pole for the top spot, could not continue on with others at the
head of the lane and emptied out by the furlong pole.

SECRET STORM was bumped by the outside foe on the break, had a stalking position on the outside along the back straight, started to uncork a run
between rivals two wide at the quarter pole, was full of run in the five-path gathering more speed at the top of the stretch and got up in the shadow of the
wire outside at the finish line. CUT'EM LOOSE had a slim lead on the rail in the early stages, edged away just off the fence in upper stretch, did not switch
leads in the drive to the finish line, stubbornly fought on to the wire but was nabbed by the winner outside in the last few jumps. DISSECTOLOGIST
hounded the pace on the outside down the backstretch and through the oval, still was in the thick of things in the four path at the top of the lane but evened
out in deep stretch holding for the show money. BANKER'S HOURS broke inwards on the start, sat isolated in the middle of the pack down the backstretch,
was scrubbed for more keeping pace with horses in midturn, shifted out four wide between rivals in upper stretch, had to alter course to get a clear path five
wide at the sixteenth pole and finished up with good energy settling for the minors while not that far off the winner in the end. BOLD RELOAD had the inside
keeping a close eye on the leader, inched up at the five sixteenths pole taking the short way around the bend, shifted out three wide in with a chance
straightening out for the drive but failed to fire inside of horses in the final furlong. ENCHANT ME had an outside tracking position, was urged for more
chasing the lead trio unable to gain throughout the turn, was floated out by the inside runner six wide turning for home and could not offer a stretch rally,
tiring in mid-stretch. DIVINE LEADER was unhurried seeing the field on the fence, was asked for more by the rider right-handed at the three-furlong pole
making little impact around the bend and could not factor on the fence in the final eighth of a mile.

ZIPPY GAMBLE settled with horses on either side tracking the frontrunner initially, started to pick up the bit three wide between foes on the turn, had a full
head of steam bursting through runners at the quarter pole, edged away for a clear advantage in the four path with a furlong to go and under a well-timed
stretch move just had enough left late to stave off the outside rival closing in steadily in deep stretch. STERLING HEIGHTS settled on the rail near the rear,
looked ready to pounce on the fence waiting behind a wall of rivals in midturn, shifted out at the quarter marker, followed the path of the eventual winner four
wide in upper stretch, had clear run and aim angling out in the five path with a furlong to go and was gaining with every stride in the late going but just
missed outside at the wire for the win. SPEAK UP advanced three deep along the backstretch to prompt the pacesetter outside by the three furlong pole,
dueled between foes two wide with a quarter mile from home, still fought on just off the rail inside rivals with a furlong remaining, stayed on the wrong lead
through the drive and was no match for the top two runners late but showed some grit lasting for third at the wire. THATSITTHATSALL hopped slightly
trailing after the break, stalked outside of runners with a half mile still to go, made a big swooping move three to four wide around rivals on the turn to be in
the conversation up top six wide turning for home, could not sustain the rally by the furlong marker and finished up one paced late settling on the fringes.

TWIST OF SUGAR was hustled from the onset to be loose up top with the wind at her back settling a brisk pace along the backside, rambled on well in
control unopposed throughout the turn and was kept to the task down the entire lane to hold sway for the frontrunning win from a tenacious chasing runner
up. PRETTY VICIOUS chased the winner down the backside, continued to try to get to the pacesetter but to little avail around the bend, had relentless
pursuit down the lane and was closing in at the wire but just could not reel in the winner at the finish line.
