Footnotes | View Glossary Of Terms
SPEIGHTS WILL was bumped at the start, settled inside the second flight, was off the rail inside a rival on the turn, shifted out late on that bend, was five
wide with aim in upper stretch, struck the lead seventy yards out and edged past. IDEOLOGIST broke inwardly, vied outside three to four wide, was in
command coming into upper stretch but was simply outkicked. EL CAPO vied inside for the lead, had a narrow advantage under strong urging past the
three-eighths, kept on in the lane and got the nod for show. APELDOORN bobbled outwardly at the start bothering a foe, stalked from outside the second
flight, floated five wide into upper stretch, kept on, missed show. GELATO bumped a rival at the start then the outside foe just after, moved forward but was
in a bit tight between foes up the backstretch, dropped back about the half and was encouraged a bit into the turn, shifted six wide coming into upper
stretch, ran on. FLEET OF FOOT was bothered at the start, settled well back off the inside, was never near enough to threaten. CATCH THE ACE had a
light bump just after the start, was forwardly-placed vying between foes, was encouraged to keep pace three furlongs out but soon dropped back, shifted in
late on the turn, failed to rally. WONDERFUL QUALITY was forced out at the start and made no impact.
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
