ZABARTA settled near mid-pack, made a swift advance inside on the turn angling out past the quarter pole, took charge at the top of the stretch, drew clear
under urging, was kept to task. ELISSA'S MACHO settled off the pace, began to advance two to three wide on the turn, could make no headway on the
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winner but was clearly second best. DAOU quickly moved clear and shifted in, set the pace near the rail, weakened. DIXIE DOLL angled in soon after the
start nearer but off the inside, went mostly three to four wide on the turn, rallied between foes a sixteenth out to improve. JAPONKA chased from mid-pack
just off then along the rail, was ridden along three furlongs out, tipped out in the stretch, kept on. SEEKING MAGIC was in tight along the rail and switched
out after the opening furlong, stalked from inside foes but off the fence, floated out four to five wide leaving the turn in range of the lead, lacked the needed
late kick. SOCIALLY INTACT hesitated at the start, settled at the back near the inside, was off the rail late on the turn, steadied slightly and altered outside a
foe nearing the sixteenth pole, ran on. HENNA GAL was close but just off the leaders in the early going racing outside, shifted inside a foe entering the turn
two to three wide, moved out soon after to advance outside rivals, came into upper stretch six deep, failed to rally. HEARTY CHRISTINI broke very
awkwardly hopping and getting checked, settled at the back, saved ground on the turn, came out at the eighth pole, was never near enough to threaten.
DADDY'S LIL CHEF chased from between foes up close three to four wide, came into the stretch five to six wide, weakened. YA NO broke outwardly,
chased briefly from outside four to five wide, retreated.
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
