ROI SOLEIL bumped a rival lightly repeatedly in the early going, settled outside off the pace, advanced on the turn outside four to five wide sweeping into
upper stretch six deep, struck the lead in mid-stretch and drew clear. ARTEMUS CITYLIMITS pressed from outside, bid at the top of the stretch, was no
match for the winner but put away the inside foe to be clearly second best. GO KART MOZART set a pressured pace inside a rival but off the rail, yielded
late. LIGHT THE LAMP pursued from off the fence inside a foe near mid-pack, was one-paced. BOTTA SWING shifted in early, tracked the leading pair
inside, gave way in the stretch. ARABIAN PRINCE settled at the back inside on or just off the rail, failed to menace. FOUND MY BALL was bumped
repeatedly but lightly in the early going, chased from outside a rival into the turn three to four deep, was not a factor.
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
