DR J Y. G vied for the lead into the first turn, took a narrow advantage into the backstretch run, carved out modest fractions while pressed to the half-mile,

met the bid of DOWN PERISCOPE at the quarter pole, dueled that rival into the stretch, held a slim lead into the final sixteenth and dug in gamely to prevail.
DOWN PERISCOPE broke out at the start and crowded outer rival, rushed up three wide to the first turn, stalked the pace three deep along the backstretch,
bid at the quarter marker and confronted DR J Y. G into the stretch, dueled that rival into the final furlong, fought gamely to the final sixteenth but was
denied for the win, and was well clear for second. GOSPEL DON broke alertly and vied for the lead heading into the first turn, ceded the frontto DR J Y. G
then pressed that one through modest fractions approaching the half-mile, vied between rivals into the far turn, got outkicked by the leading pair into upper
stretch, was no match late for the top two but stayed on to be well clear in the end for third. OUT WITH TY settled while saving ground in the early going,
tracked the pace from the inside up the backstretch, saved ground to the second turn then was outrun to the quarter pole, was no match for the top three
into the stretch but churned on late.
